Consumer Directed Attendant Support Services- means services that assist an individual in accomplishing activities of daily living including health maintenance, personal care, homemaker activities and protective oversight.    Health maintenance activities are those routine and repetitive activities of daily living which require skilled assistance for health and normal bodily functioning, and which would be carried out by an individual with a disability if he or she were physically/cognitive able.  Personal care services are those routine and repetitive activities of daily living which require non-skilled assistance for health and normal bodily functioning, and which would be carried out by an individual with a disability if he or she were physically/cognitive able.  Personal care includes accompanying the client outside the home when associated with the delivery of a personal care task.  Homemaker services are general household activities provided in the home of an eligible client to maintain a healthy and safe home environment for a client, when the person ordinarily responsible for these activities is absent or unable to manage these tasks.  Protective oversight is supervision of the client to prevent at risk behavior that may result in harm to the client.   These services are provided by an attendant under the supervision of the client or the client’s authorized representative.  The client, or the authorized representative, is responsible for hiring, training, recruiting, setting wages, scheduling, and in other ways managing the attendant.
